(Meeting of June 12, 2012) 
 
Budget The Board adopted the proposed 

budget for 2012-2013. There will be an increase in the tax 
rate from $370 to $392 per $1,000 of assessed valuation 
this year due to a NY State reassessment of LIPA 
holdings. There will be no change in the refuse charge of 
$311.  

 
Election Mayor Pijacki and Trustees Falco and 

Willen were re-elected to office. 
 
Hearings After a hearing, the Board approved a 180-

day Moratorium on Subdivisions. The Board approved 
hearings on July 10th for new Laws governing Vehicles 
and Traffic, Open Fires, and Ticketing/Notice of 
Violations as part of the effort to revise and update 
Village ordinances to NY State standards.
