REMEMBERING  

NANCY VERMYLEN

Long-time Shoreham summer resident Nancy 

Vermylen died peacefully on February 11, 2012 in 

Ridgewood, NJ. She was 91 years old. She leaves 

Paul her beloved husband of 66 years, her seven 

children, twenty-one grandchildren and nine great-

grandchildren. 

 

Nancy spent 55 consecutive summers in Shoreham. 

She truly loved the Village and its residents. While 

Paul was a summer resident of Shoreham as a child 

in the 1930‟s, Nancy and her children‟s first 

experience of the Village came during a stay of five 

weeks in the sweltering summer of 1957 when the 

family rented a small cottage near the top of 

Overlook Road at #10.A few table top fans were no 

match for the weather, but Nancy never complained 

about the heat when Paul drove out from his office 

in NJ on Friday evenings.  She and her children 

quickly became enamored of the SCC beach where 

they could be found nearly every sunny day.  

 

After a few years renting the cottage on Overlook, 

and several more renting a small house on Ashley 

Lane, the availability of the former Muller home 

just outside the SSC gates was a dream come true 

for Nancy. Finally, there was room for entertaining 

guests and hosting regular weekend gatherings of 

her rapidly growing clan. It also gave Nancy close 

proximity to her favorite places, the beach and 

tennis courts. She played on five consecutive 

winning teams in the Shoreham-Wading River 

Ladies Tournament (1977-81).Her serve needed 

work, according to Paul, but she ran down every 

ball. 

 

Nancy was naturally social. She particularly 

enjoyed the Club dances and small beach parties at 

sunset with a few couples drawn from among their 

many Shoreham friends. Her favorite event each 

summer was July 4
th

 when she would accompany 

her young grandchildren in the parade and, in the 

evening, host dinner for her many family members 

and guests. In later years Nancy welcomed the help 

of her five daughters-in-law who, together with her 

daughter Jessica, took on much of the holiday‟s 

cooking and hostess duties. 

 

The following is from a letter from family friend 

and former Shorehamite Karen (“Wa”) Kaali-Nagy, 

daughter of Nancy Kurtz: 

 

To the entire Vermylen Family, 
 

It’s hard to imagine a world without Mrs. Vermylen 

in it. Your mom, to me, represented everything 

right.  Beautiful inside and out, a loving mother, a 

devoted wife, a dear and loyal friend to my 

mom…someone who was passionate about family 

(and raised a perfect one!).Kind and caring to all, 

with deep faith, impeccable values, and a great 

appreciation for living life well.  She has always 

been and will continue to be an inspiration to me. I 

will miss her, as I know so many others will. I will 

forever be grateful for the very positive influence 

she had on my life.  

 

In 2010 the Village of Shoreham honored Nancy 

and Paul Vermylen with a special ceremony after 

the Labor Day tennis matches.  The event was a 

perfect, timely tribute from a town and its residents 

who were always so close to Nancy‟s heart.

RETURN OF THE FLAGS

What a surprise was in store for those who 

wandered down to the Beach on June 14, Flag Day! 

There in full grandeur was a wonderful display of 

flags designed and executed by John Bates. Thank 

you, John. The club burgee was atop the main 

flagpole, and John's placement of Old Glory on the 

gaff create the possibility of a display of the 

particular flags of each of the armed forces on the 

main flagpole, without any lack of reverence for our 

Country's flag, which must always be displayed "on 

top".  John had the crimson flag for the Marines,  

the medium blue for the Navy, and the white for the 

Army. There was a fourth Armed Services flag 

without identifying banner, a bright blue with 

military insignia, most likely the Coast Guard, or 

perhaps the Air Force/Army Air Corps. (If any of 

you can tell John the whereabouts of the "missing"  

flags, he would be glad to fly them, too.) 

 

This Flag Day display followed upon John Bates' 

Memorial Day exhibit of signal flags spelling out 

"Honor Vets", and picks up a longstanding 

Shoreham tradition of signal flag messages for 

important events. George Beatty, Sr. and his oldest 

son, "Budge", were early artisans of the flags, 

followed by Bob Oliver and his son "Bing" and 

Randy Goat, and now continued by Budge's 

"brother-in-law", John Bates. (If  you know of any 

other people who did signal flag displays over the 

years, please let us know. We like to record such 

things in the Club/Village history as we approach 

the Village Centennial next year.) 

 

John Bates has graciously consented to continue his 

displays for holidays such as Fourth of July, and 

also to put up displays for weddings and other 

special events (by private arrangement directly with 

John).  By the way, if you are mystified by what the 

signal flags mean, and by those few who can read 

them, near the northeast corner of the upper level of 



Village Hall looking in from the deck there is a 

chart of signal flags that you can use to decipher 

them. The letters have corresponding flags, and 

when you reach a double letter or a letter you have 

already used, you instead use a substitute/repeater 

flag. And then, as they say, "Practice, practice, 

practice".
